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Kalatop-Khajjiar Wildlife Sanctuary in Himachal Pradesh is
Situated at an atitude of 1185-2768m. It extends between 31°31'-
32°37'N and 75°58'-76°7'E in the foothills of Kailash Parvat
(western Himalaya). The Sanctuary is spread over 20.69km?
area, and liesin the catchment of river Ravi. The areacontains
agood number of coniferous and oak forest patches. A lovely
bowl-shaped meadow at Khgjjiar, with alake and afloating idand
isapopular tourist spot. The Sanctuary has alluvial soil that is
asubstrate to plants like mixed Blue Pine and Cedrus deodara,
Green Oak and Rhododendron arboreum. Average rainfall is
2647.68mm and average snowfal is672.3mm. Temperatiureranges
between between -10°C in winter and 35°Cin summer.

Kalatop-Khajjiar Wildlife Sanctuary has no consolidated and
authentic record of butterflies. A number of surveyswere made
from September 2000 to August 2001, which resulted in the
enumeration of 49 speciesbelonging to 38 generain ninefamilies
(Tablel). After refering publicationsof butterfliesof theregion
(PhilipdeRhe, 1936; Wynter-Blyth, 1940, 1945, 1946, 1957; Mani,
1986), Lethe scanda Moore, Ypthima lycus deN. and Ypthima
ceylonica hubneri Kirby turned out to be first records for
Himachal Pradesh.
